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�  I don’t necessarily like to repeat myself but the text from the 

11th chapter of the Book of the Hebrews is something the whole church 
needs to hear.  It is that time of the year when many are gone for those 
final days before school and others are ill and not able to attend and 
some who read this newsletter don’t attend this church and read our 
newsletter to find out what is up with UBC.  So, let me highlight the 
message from Hebrews to a church that sounds like they are so tired 

they are about to “go under for the third time.” 

 When we get tired we do not attend to the things that keep us going and being 
faithful as Christians.  We fail to attend to the spiritual disciplines of our life; we start 
being faithful in our attendance at worship, bible study, and the fellowship times with 
other Christians.  This can then be the example we sit for those who see us trying to live 
the Christian life and we too tend to fall away after a while. 

 Words the writer of the Hebrews used are:  “Hold on,” “Pay attention,” “don’t 
despair,” “Don’t stop going to your worship assemblies,” “Don’t get discouraged.”  We 
could go on and on.  He was talking to a group of Christians who had grown tired and 
had become discouraged.  And, he says, they should “lift your drooping hands and 
strengthen your weak knees, and make straight paths for your feet.”  He says that should 
walk by faith and that is done as we take one step at a time not knowing exactly where 
the path will lead but we live faithfully knowing that God can be trusted to take us to 
where He is leading. 

 The writer to the young Christian church used the Old Testament people of 
faith as his examples.  They each moved by faith through uncertain times.  The call to 
each of us is not to despair but walk by faith. 

 The hymn writer adds further words of encouragement: 

 O God our help in ages past, our hope for years to come, 

 Be Thou our guard while life shall last and our eternal home. 

 Therefore, “let us run with perseverance the race that is set before us!”
